I. Project Background

The United Nations Inter-Agency Project on Human Trafficking (UNIAP) works to provide a strong coordinated response to human trafficking in Cambodia, China, Lao PDR, Myanmar, Thailand and Vietnam.  UNIAP has an extensive network of government, local and international non-government organizations, UN and International Organisations and donors throughout the six countries. The Project has also become the secretariat to the Coordinated Mekong Ministerial Initiative Against Trafficking (COMMIT) Process.  

UNIAP is currently in its third phase in which it aims to make a tangible and sustained impact on human trafficking in the region, continuing a more cohesive, strategic and incisive response.  While UNIAP is an inter-agency project, UNIAP receives funding from its own bilateral and multilateral funding and not from UN agencies, allowing it to retain a neutral position within the UN that serves all UN agencies, governments and NGOs equally.  It is the only inter-agency coordinating body on human trafficking of its kind within the UN system. 

The UNIAP China Project Office is responsible for coordinating UNIAP’s work in China and is actively involved in implementing national and regional initiatives, including training, multilateral and bilateral partnerships, victim protection guidelines, awareness raising and private sector engagement. UNIAP China works closely to support the Chinese Government implement its commitments under the COMMIT MOU to counter human trafficking.  The China Office is headed by a National Project Coordinator (NPC). In addition to the NPC, the office is staffed by a Project Officer (PO), an Information Analyst (IA) and a Project Assistant (PA). 

II. Justification

The intern will assist the UNIAP China Project Office in their day-to-day activities under the 2010 work plan. The main area of work will be within information and communication, and particularly collecting, editing and distributing English-based materials, articles and publications for the office. The intern will be based at the UNIAP China Project Office in Beijing and will report to the NPC. In addition, the intern will work closely with the Information Analyst on all the project activities relevant to information and communication in Chinese and English. The intern will be immersed in a dynamic cross-cultural learning environment and have the opportunity to gain significant skills for his/her own professional and personal growth.

III. Roles and Responsibilities

The intern will add value to the UNIAP team by assisting, in particular, with the following tasks:

· Oversee and implement, in cooperation with partner organizations, a research study on human trafficking and push-back migrants;

· Support staff to design, edit, publish and disseminate the SIREN data sheets, UNIAP Newsletter (English version) and coordinate closely with the Information Analyst on the UNIAP Newsletter (Chinese version); 

· Assist in maintaining, updating and improving the content on the UNIAP website particularly the China pages;

· Provide assistance on the monthly news digest and drafting documents, articles, letters or other types of materials as needed;

· Take meeting minutes and participate in workshops, meetings and conferences as deemed necessary;

· Assist and carry out other duties as requested by the NPC.
IV. Qualifications

· Currently enrolled in a Masters-level (or equivalent) program in a relevant field such as human rights, development studies, international relations, law or journalism; 

· Demonstrated interest in or knowledge of human trafficking and migration issues preferably in the South-East Asia context;

· Some work experience within one of the following areas: social research, community development, human rights, governance, migration or human trafficking; 
· Strong inter-personal skills and the ability to work well as part of a team;

· Literacy in Windows-based computer applications;
· Excellent English language skills and high-level writing skills;
· Ability to work under pressure and meet deadlines.
V. Duration and conditions of the internship

The internship is full-time and for a period of 6 months commencing 25 October 2010. UNIAP will assist the selected candidate in obtaining a visa, but does not provide financial support of any kind to the intern. The intern is expected to make his/her own arrangements for travel, lodging and living expenses during the internship period in agreement with the UNDP internship guidelines.
VI. Expectations

At the end of the internship, the selected candidate will have developed an understanding of the national context of human trafficking, as well as the situation in the other GMS countries. In addition, the intern will have become familiar with the counter-trafficking response and contributed to this response by strengthening knowledge and advocacy on human trafficking issues within the sector.
